In the autumn programme of SOFIA PAPER ART FEST 2021 the organizers - Amateras Foundation, will present an
exhibition of donated and awarded works by Japanese authors, part of the Amateras Collection. The History
Museum of Sofia is a traditional partner of SPAF and the Days of Japanese Culture in Bulgaria. The exhibition that
unites these two events is presented in the Triangular Tower of Serdica. The event is under the patronage of the
Embassy of Japan in Bulgaria.

It is a tradition that every year a Japanese exhibition enriches the variety of topics and authors in the program me
of the festival. For the second time in the space of the exciting Triangular Tower of Serdica, you will see
contemporary Japanese art. The exhibition is a selection of works that have participated in the 13-year long series
of Japanese events at STIAF and the Foundation's joint initiatives with various Japanese organizations. Some of the
works are made by awarded artists in the section Amateras Annual Exhibition/Competition for Paper Art.

The exhibition "HIDDEN MESSAGES" presents contemporary authors from different Japanese regions who use a
variety of styles and techniques. Some of the authors are members and friends of the NEXUS Association. Other
artists have been selected by the curator in addition to the wide range of ideas and author's quests, who
participated in the largest section of SPAF - BIJENALE FOR PAPER ART SOFIA.

What unites the selection is the typical stylistics and brilliant precision as a characteristic of contemporary
Japanese art. Laconic and clear vision is again dominant. These are two of the most characteristic qualities of
Japanese artists, which is part of the deep philosophy of constructing and deifying the spirit, beauty and nature.
Many of the works combine an elegant unobtrusive symbolism embedded in the suggestion of silence and
contemplation that these works evoke in the viewer.

The organizers strive to show the Bulgarian audience works that cultivate aesthetics and finesse. The viewers,
who are interested in Japanese culture and its mystery, will enrich their understanding of contemporary Japan and
the trends in the field of Paper Art. The characteristic of some of the authors is the new interpretation of
traditional ancient Japanese techniques that impress with their virtuoso execution. The exhibition complements
the successful exhibitions of SPAF with its messages to the public and innovative works.
